There is not in fact a “large public off road parking layby adjacent to the site”. This is rather an 
area which is in fact privately owned. Furthermore, this area is already extensively used:  

-        by visitors to other properties in the vicinity;  
-        by patrons of The Black Horse public house which has an entrance on Maple Way 
directly opposite what the Applicant erroneously calls this “large public off road parking 
layby”; 
-        by patrons of the several food trucks and other licensed mobile retail units which 
legally park in The Black Horse car park to the side of The Black Horse at designated 
trading hours at weekends and late afternoons/evenings; 
-        and by those large numbers attending the regular bookings (bridge clubs, physical 
activity classes, family gatherings etc) in the close by URC Hall which stands on the 
opposite side of Orchard Road and almost opposite The Black Horse. 

  
Indeed, frequently, this private area is already incapable of accommodating the number of 
vehicles attempting to use it. This already over crowding has led to an increased and significant 
amount of roadside parking on Maple Way and Orchard Road. 
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It is certain, therefore, that this identified space will not accommodate the additional parking 
resulting from the proposed development. It is equally certain that this development - if permitted 
as proposed - will result in a significant increase in roadside parking. 

  
(b)   Once the proposed development is occupied there would inevitably be an ongoing need for 
parking for additional vehicles e.g: the cars of visiting friends and family members; tradespeople 
contracted to work on these properties or their gardens; delivery vehicles for online grocery and 
other shopping etc. Furthermore, given the increasing prevalence of multiple car households as 
well as the increase in family car sizes, there would likely be an additional parking requirement for 
some resident’s vehicles.  

  
(c)    In addition, roadside parking is also liable to be a major problem during the construction. In 
this regard, during what will be a lengthy construction phase there would obviously be the 
requirement for the delivery of substantial quantities of building materials. It would also require 
a significant number of different trades all with vans etc to transport themselves and their 
equipment.  

  
(d)   The proposed development is situated on the corner of Orchard Road and Maple Way. All 
such additional roadside parking on Orchard Road as a consequence of this proposed 
development – whether during the lengthy construction period or when occupied by multiple car 
owning families - would itself lead to several additional significant safety issues.  

  
The Maple Way/Orchard Road junction, at which this proposed development site sits, is the 
main pedestrian crossing point of Orchard Road for those coming from or going to Maple Way 
and its surrounding area.  
  
Many elderly and young pedestrians walking to and from the Village centre cross Orchard Road at 
this junction. Notably, it is used by many young children and their families coming down Maple 
Way from the surrounding area on daily journeys to and from the local primary school or to the 
amenities in the centre of the Village.  
  
As such any additional roadside parking in the vicinity of this proposed development we believe 
would pose significant safety issues for pedestrians young and old.  

  
(e)    In addition, there are other unique but very significant safety issues that would arise from 
resultant parking on Orchard Road that could impede the sightlines when exiting in a vehicle 
from the narrow single-track privately owned laneway between 52 and 56 Orchard Road. Apart 
from our own personal vehicle usage, this narrow busy laneway is the only vehicle access (for 
residents, their visitors and their deliveries etc) for the 7 other households situated on this cul-de-
sac laneway.

2.6 Clause headings shall not affect the interpretation of this transfer.  

2.7 Any words following the terms including, include, in particular, for 
example or any similar expression shall be co nstrued as illustrative 
and shall not limit the sense of the words, description, definition, 
phrase or term preceding those terms.  

2.8 The Transferor shall not be liable for any breach of the covenants 
arising after the Transferor has parted with all interest in the Estate.

6.1.6 any matters  which are unregistered interests which override 
registered dispositions under Schedule 3 to the Land Registration 
Act 2002  

6.2 All matters recorded at the date of this transfer in registers open to 
public inspection are deemed to be within the actual knowledge of 
the Transferee for the purposes of Section 6(2)(a) of the LPM PA 1994, 
notwithstanding Section 6(3) of the LPMPA 1994.  

6.3 The Property shall not, by virtue of this transfer, have any rights or 
easements or the benefit of any other matters over land retained by
